GELS Electives

credits. Any course listed for Goals 1-10 (except for courses
marked with an asterisk [*]) may be used as electives. In

Students who have completed the Minnesota Transfer
Curriculum since fall 1995, or who have earned an associate
of arts (AA) degree from a Minnesota State institution or the
University of Minnesota, do not need to complete general
education goal area requirements at Metropolitan State.
However, these students must meet the university’s Liberal
Studies requirement. This exemption does not apply to the
AS, AAS or other associate degrees.

GELS requirements may be met by transfer courses or by
courses completed at Metropolitan State.

Courses approved for a goal area at another Minnesota State
institution will apply to the same goal area at Metropolitan
State. Students having completed a goal area at another
Minnesota State institution will have the goal fulfilled at
Metropolitan State.

The Interactive Degree Audit Report (DARS) will show the
official means by which transfer credits are accepted and
applied to GELS. Students may appeal transfer evaluation
decisions to the Registrar’s Office, in consultation with

their advisor.

Minnesota State policy requires a cumulative 2.0 Minnesota
Transfer Curriculum GPA to certify completion.
