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Title IX protects pregnant and parenting
students. Title IX makes it illegal to
discriminate because of sex, which includes
discrimination on the basis of pregnancy,
childbirth, false pregnancy, miscarriage,

abortion, or related conditions, including
recovery.



TITLE IX BASICS

* Protects Pregnant and Parenting Students
* Prohibits Discrimination

* Applies in and outside of classroom

* Requires excuse of absences for pregnancy, childbirth, or
related conditions

* Requires school to provide students with services and
accommodations equal to those provided to non-pregnant
students

* Must provide a Title IX Complaint Process
