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The Medical Forensic Exam

Head to toe examination

History of the assault

Documentation of any injuries

Assessment for further needed medical
Interventions

Prophylaxis for STIs including gonorrhea,
chlamydia, HIV, and emergency contraception

Collection of forensic evidence through blood,
urine, and sexual assault kit (SAK)

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Costs of the
Medical Forensic Examination

Under Minnesota law, the county where the sexual
assault occurred is responsible for the cost of
collecting evidence during the medical forensic
examination.

The county must pay regardless of whether or not the
victim/survivor reports to law enforcement.

The county can only bill private insurance if the
victim/survivor gives permission.

Costs beyond the medical forensic examination (ie:
broken leg) are not paid for by the county.

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Statewide Reporting Options

Unrestricted SAK the hospital will notify law
enforcementto collect the SAK

Law enforcement collects Unrestricted SAK within 10
days

Law enforcement sends Unrestricted SAK to the BCA
for testing within 60 days

Restricted SAK the hospital sends the SAK to the BCA
for storage within 60 days

Restricted SAKs stored at the BCA for 30 months

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Submission and Storage
of Sexual Assault Kits

(b) Within 60 days of a hospital preparing a
restricted sexual assault examination kit or a
law enforcement agency receiving a restricted
sexual assault examination kit from a
hospital, the hospital or the agency shall
submit the kit to the Bureau of Criminal
Apprehension (BCA).

BCA shall store all restricted sexual assault
examination kits collected by hospitals or law
enforcement agencies in the state.

BCA shall retain a restricted sexual assault
examination kit for at least 30 months from
the date the bureau receives the Kkit.
